However, amee
while the first new mooffiollowing the vernal equinox
plus 14 days, leads us into an early May convogatio
Basically this is the reason why, back in 18ast of
the Jewish world kept Sept. 23 as the Day of
Atonement, but our Adventist pioneers kept Oct’22
These two dates are clearly a month apart. Recgonin
Passover a month later in early May also made the D
of Atonement a month later, as well as all His othe
feasts of that particular year. Therefore they hedo
Oct 22

Coincidentally keeping Passover in early May vakd

us once again, to the date of Oct 22, (20@¥}he Day
of Atonement, but once again those following certai
Jewish timing will be keeping the Day of Atonemant
month earlier than we. Thus they will also keep
Passover a month earlier than we as well. Intergsti
how history repeats itselfl Wouldn't it be even mor
interesting if the judgment of the living shouldgire
on a date similar to that given for the dead? That a
time when the Day of Atonement takes place on
October 22%?

It would be convenient to go along with the majporit
on this issue, but | think you can see plainly that
would also lead to discarding October 22, 1844, as
everhaving been the Day of Atonement. It would also
exclude any other relative beliefs and doctrines
associated with that date. It would lead to discayd
the teaching of our pioneers, very clear statemients
Ellen White, and some of the very foundation
teachings of Adventism such as Christ's move from
the holy place to the most holy, the loud cry, the
judgment of the living in 1844, and on and on the
tumbling of beliefs would go. Bible Explorationsrist
willing to make such concessions at this time. Wié w
honor the Passover the eve of May 1 % @nd
therefore the Day of Atonement on Octobe?“2% did
our pioneers. Never-the-less we realize that oundmi
should not be closed on the issue, but open tb thait

is based on Scripture. It is true that our undeditay

of the Scripture is not always as clear as we would
like. Perhaps that is one reason why Elijah thelpebd

is scheduled to come to help those who keep the
Commandments, Statutes, and Judgmentsl. 4:4,5)
Perhaps more clarity will come from him, whethes hi
appearing will simply be an overwhelming
inspirational message, or an actual third appeaning

him on earth. Why is he coming at all? For oneghin

YASHUA and the CEREMONIAL LAW
(Based on a writing by Melody Drake)

The ceremonial law was observed by Adam and Eve
after their sin, and ended at the cross. Melodyk®ra
comments that “since Christ never sinned He did not
need to partake of the ceremonial law.” On the othe
hand He did go to the temple, and He went at the
appointed times of the feasts, but He did not {adue

in the Ceremonial ordinances. “Christ passed thnoug
all the experiences of His childhood, youth, and
manhoodwithout the observance of the ceremonial
temple worship.” Bible Echo, Oct. 31, 1898

He did observe the feasts, but offered no lamlesud
traveled up and down the breadth of the land, givin
His invitation to the feast. When the sun illumight
the landscape, Jesus said to the vast throng: “them
light of the world; he that followeth me shalbt walk

in darknessbut shall have the light of life. He took the
opportunity of presenting Himself to the peopleidgr
the feast-days, when they gathered at JerusaleR.” A
& SH, July 7, 1896. Did He do the right thing? Of
course! If we follow His example then we shall not
walk in darkness either. The Scriptures call Hisgle
“Children of the light.” And so, by His grace, weust
be.

The following quote also shows Christ observed the
feasts: “Among the Jews the twelfth year was the
dividing line between childhood and youth. On
completing this year a Hebrew boy was called acfon
the law, and also a son of God. He was given specia
opportunities for religious instructionand was

expected to participate in the sacred feasts and
observances.

Then she adds: “It was in accordance with thisaust
that Jesus in His boyhood made the Passover wisit t
Jerusalem.” DA.75. What custom? The custom of
participating in the sacred feasts and observances.

Actually all of you students of the Word know that
Christ also observed the Passover with His dissjple
and not only that, but He prophesied that He would
observe it, in the future in the Kingdom of Gadke
22:15, 16 He did not keep the ceremonial law, but he
did keep the feasts. Paul did the same.

Paul did not teach the ceremonial law to his caisyer
but it appears that he did teach them about thetdea
and kept the feasts with them. “But bade them
farewell, saying, | must by all means keep thisféa
Jerusalem.”Acts 18:21. Ellen White comments, “After
leaving Corinth, Paul's next scene of labor was
Ephesus. He was on his way to Jerusalem to attend a
approaching festival, and his stay at Ephesus was
necessarily briefaA 269). And we sailed away from
Philippi after the days of Unleavened Bre@dts 20:6).

“At Philippi Paul tarried to keep the Passover. The
Philippians were the most loving and trueheartethef
apostle’s converts, and during the eight days ef th
feast he enjoyed peaceful and happy communion with
them.” AA 390,391. Reading the previous paragraph
on page 390 Ellen White assures us that everywhere
Paul was releasing the Jews from the observantteeof
rites of the ceremonial law.”

Paul did not keep the ceremonial law during his
travels, but he did, like Christ, keep the feaats] so
did his converts as the above text testifies.

Yes, Paul enjoyed the feast on a number of occasion
as can be seen on the DVD entitled “The Travels of
Paul” in our New Discovery DVD Series. The question
is, if Paul kept the feast withis converts, then who
taught those converts about the feasts in thedieste?

- - It must have been Paul.
