The Marshalls are made of 34 coral islands. They have 
been politically governed by the United States since July 
18, 1947. 

Is it important to our understanding of prophecy that 
Sunday legislation was brought up before their 

governing body? It is true that the Marshall Islands are 
considering the passage of Bill No. 66, which if passed 
will be known as “the Sunday Observance Act, 2010. 

Is this a small result of the re-enforcement of Sunday 
legislation in Germany as reported in one of our recent 
news letters? Only if a flock of spirits are involved.  

One of the observer/reporters, Giff Johnson, Editor of 
the Marshall Islands Journal states: “The legislative 
committee could report it in a second reading later this 
week, or shelve it until the August session.  

A few years ago such a law was passed in Fiji. Although 
it did cause concern for some of our folk there, it was 
rescinded with the next administration. 

These things are but yellow flags in a maze of red flag 
events implying the warning signs of last day events. It 
may be that Europe, and the Islands of the Pacific are 
showing interest in religious legislation, but it is not until 
a beast with two horns gets hot on the issue, that the 
prophecy begins to unravel.  

These outpost situations merely show that much of the 
world is ready to bow the knee when the time comes. As 
we well know, “all the world will wonder” when the 
woman on the scarlet colored beast begins to spur his 
shoulders.

Later, during the confusion and stress that the saints 
experienced in and about 1844, the Heavenly Father 
honored faithful Bible students with great light. As they 
continued to study they were rewarded.

Millions are wondering how long they can hold out. 
Once their unemployment benefits are gone, then what?  

We can be grateful for the “stimulus packages” that help 
but, as you know, I do believe the world will become 
more and more dependent upon government, and more 
and more governments will chase after the blessing of 
the New World Order. 

According to CNNMONEY.com, February 23, 2010, 
“The banks at risk of going bust tops 700.” “On average, 
just 13% of banks on the FDI‘s problem list have been 
seized and shuttered by regulators. So far this year, 20 

banks have failed, putting the FDIC on track to shutter at 
least as many institutions as it did in 2009. Last year, the 
FDIC seized a total of 140 lenders nationwide.”  

The article goes on to say that the names of the banks on 
the list are never made available to the general public by 
regulators out of fear that depositors at those institutions 
may prompt a so-called “run on the bank.” 

Even though we have not needed a personal stash of 
supplies as of yet, I still encourage having enough on 
hand for at least three-months. Longer if possible. And I 
still say it makes economical sense to do so. So long as 
prices continue to escalate, the value of such supplies 
will increase. 

Do we suggest taking all your money out of the bank? 
No, we do not. It is too convenient, not only for debit 
cards, but for checking, and even for saving with a tiny 
bit of interest. However we are suggesting that not all of 
your money be in a bank. Who is to say that your bank 
will be forever open and available?  

WE TRADED GOLD FOR CASH 

You might wonder why? Over the past few years folk 
have sent a coin of gold and a few of silver bars, plus a 
couple gold rings and a bracelet. Last month we traded 
them to a well established broker for $1,600. This was a 
wonderful help at a time when we are preparing for the 
Passover retreat and funding the internet ministry. 
Thanks to all of you who donated jewelry to the work. 
We would do the same except we don’t have any. The 
way we read the Bible it discourages the wearing of 
personal jewelry. For a short study on the subject we 
suggest the booklet by Elder VanDenburgh entitled “A 
Special Message to the Little Flock.” It might save you 
from wasting money on something that, in the future, 
you might wish you did not have. 

SIGNS OF THE TIMES CONTINUED  

The Bible teaches that people will cry as they see their 
finances becoming worthless, but it also tells of the 
world waxing old like a garment. Ellen White talks of 
both problems as well, but it is not often that both 
problems are seen in the same headline! Very 
interesting: 

“Snowmageddon could cost up to 150,000 jobs in 
February. New York, CNN. This month’s blizzards are 
battering jobs. Economists estimate that between 90,000 
and 150,000 jobs could be lost in February, as the snow 
kept people home from work and stalled hiring during 
the month.  

“Analysts had been expecting good news on the job 
front, forecasting that payrolls would expand. 

“Instead, both people who have jobs and those who were 
set to start new positions couldn’t get to work because of 
the weather. As a result, they’ll file for unemployment 
benefits.  

“The storms will have a tangible impact on the hiring 
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process, which is impeded when people can’t get out and 
businesses are closed. Stefane Marion, National Bank 
Financial Chief Economist says that a total of 150,000 
jobs could be lost because of storms. Deutsche Bank’s 
Joseph LaVorgna issued a ‘conservative estimate’ that 
an additional 90,000 jobs could be lost this month due to 
the weather. But he added that the impact ‘could be 
much larger . . .perhaps double that amount.’” 

“A rare but powerful winter storm marched across the 
south early Friday, spreading rain, sleet, ice and snow 
from Texas to Georgia.  Delta Air Lines canceled about 
800 flights into and out of Atlanta International Airport. 
Louisiana closed state government offices in 42 perishes 
because of the storm.” We don’t know what to do, “We 
just tell everybody to stay home.”
