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This is the new “dish” perched on our studio roof that 
transmitted our Tabernacle services across the land. Actually, 
the messages were watched from coast to coast and in Canada 
— and in Germany. As e-mails came in from various 
locations, they were read to our audience in the chapel and our 
audience then waved a big welcome/hello to those who were 
watching all over the country. 

This new adventure in sharing the Feasts of the Lord with folk 
around the world is a new ministry for us. Right away we were 
led to extend our satellite ministry to Friday evening and 
Sabbath afternoon broadcasts. 

New equipment and added transmission costs seemed 
prohibitive but we have enough evidence to believe this is 
what our Friend and Leader in heaven would have us to do. 

The first thing we needed was more bandwidth, which moved 
us from a residential tower to a business tower and added 
$20.00 a month to the cost. Then the transmission speed had to 
be upgraded at $30.00 per month. A new DVD player and 
Video Signal Converter will be arriving tomorrow to make the 
week end programs possible. The new software called 
“Wirecast” had to be installed. All this plus the $680.00 per 
month for the Streaming Provider in Puerto Rico. On our first 
attempt at broadcasting we had 50 simultaneous watchers and 
250 part time watchers. Fortunately the “part timers” were 
spread out and therefore they were accommodated by our 
current limit of 100 watchers. 

We have good reason to know that this audience will grow as 
the word spreads that our website is providing such service. 
We can see that our audience will very soon grow beyond the 
100 limit. Each additional 100 person availability will cost 
another $680.00. I can remember when 3ABN started 
broadcasting by faith a few years ago. I actually dreamed that 
eventually they would be beaming out the message of the love 
of Christ with his divine commandments, statutes, and 
judgments. But, so far only negative messages on the later. 
Now, we will begin to share all three angel’s messages — and 
the fourth angel’s message as well! We need some of you to 
catch the vision to make it possible. 

One couple has pledged $500 per month to help get the 
program going, but you can see that more such partners will 
be needed to join our efforts here in Terra Bella. We have the 
potential to reach 100s of folk all around the world. They in 
turn will get books and videos to share with others. The truth 
will spread. We will be responsible to do our part. By His 
grace, and in His strength, we will not drop the ball!

I 
have been watching, and there have been some really good 
speakers there, with a great deal of information that will bring 
hours, days and months of further study. This is especially a 
real blessing to me because there are no Adventists, in this 
neck of the woods, that keep the Feasts.”

We have offered many prayers asking for wisdom 
in how to effectively spread the whole truth. Dave Clark is our 
engineer and announcer. With his help, we can present live 
messages as well as those which are pre-recorded. We have a 
tremendous wealth of sermons on 4DVD that were preached 
here in Terra Bella. These messages are rich with spiritual 
blessings and should be made available to the world. Our 
sights are aimed high, but so is our calling. But we are not 
called to do the work alone. Some of you need to step forward 
and do the part that we cannot do by ourselves. We who work 
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at Bible Explorations provide several hundred dollars each 
month, but we will need a few more of you to do the same. 

 
Between meetings, Frank Fowler and Lori Dee Ketcherside 
discuss the good attitude of the Bible Explorations attendees, 
and how best to present their subjects. Dr Fowler thrilled us 
with his research into the importance of the Sabbath especially 
as the time of the end continues to loom toward us. His 
messages gave vivid reasons for honoring the seventh day of 
the week when things get tough. He explained that we will be 
tempted to side-step the issue at the very time all heaven is 
watching to see the faithful few remain just that – faithful! We 
highly recommend his DVDs for your encouragement. 

Lori Dee added to the messages on the Sabbath with her 
interpretation of the “abomination that leads to desolation.” 
Her proof texts were in order and her knowledge of the 
prophecies caused us to take notice. One of her messages was 
entitled “The Rising Power of the Papacy.” This was a power 
point presentation that took us into the past and brought us 
step by step to the present. Her lectures equipped us with a 
better understanding of how we must relate to its new 
dimensions. Lori Dee was very easy to follow. All could 
understand where she was going with her subject. You can 
expect to hear much more from her in the future. I understand 
she is a specialist in the subject of the sanctuary! 

 
Al Silva gave two messages. One was an update on meetings 
he and his friends  had been having with the pastor and certain 
elders of their church. At first, the meetings were pretty well 
stacked against them; but, it was soon discovered that Al and 
his friends were well studied in the subject of the feasts. As 
the leaders got their questions answered, it became more 
apparent that the leaderes were losing interest in having more 

meetings. However, there is one more meeting scheduled and 
we all need to pray that it will come out well. 

In the mean time Al and his wife Lisa, (leader in our Primary 
Department at the time of the feasts), successfully hold offices 
in the church and also conduct Bible studies in their home. I 
presented the “Travels of Paul” from the New Discovery 
Series at one such meeting. It seems that Al and Lisa host 
about 20 folk in their living/dining room.  At the close of his 
sermon, Al called for everyone to pray earnestly to find their 
talent and their calling — and then go to work. 

His second lecture was a study of Colossians Two, verse 
Sixteen.

Do I 
believe in settng enough food aside for times of emergency in 
these uncertain times? Yes, I do! but I should think that home 
gardening will privide a good quantity of food to supplement 
what is stored. Do I believe there is a time coming when the 
storage and growing of food will be of little value? Yes! 
Thieves will take it and we may well be on the run. In the 
meantime, do I believe that such food will be valuable until 
that time? Yes I do!  Do I think the worse time of Jacob’s 
trouble will only  last 15 days? At present, that is not my 
understanding, but Mr. Batten opened our eyes to the fact that 
much more study needs to be done in this phase of future 
confrontation with the Devil and his plans. Warnings and 
prophecies of Ellen White, and the study of past history, is 
why Clara and I live in the country today, and why we have a 
garden area and, happily, have a greenhouse. 

Bible Explorations is a sounding board for studies done by 
men and women who have our welfare in mind. Most of us 
know that none  have all the answers and that we may have to  
yield some of out pet ideas as time moves on and light shines 
more and more unto the perfect day. We are grateful for 
presenters who will look beyond the box. 

Personally, I plan to listen to the DVDs made of his 
presentations; comparing them with Bible and Spirit of 
Prophecy. I may even make a presentation of my findings.

Most of us will remember Sam as the man who loved us 
enough to tell us what he believed; knowing he would be 
ridiculed before he ever stood up. We will also remember him 
for his courage and years of study through glasses so thick and 
eyes so poor that he had to wear a baseball cap (because of the 
glare from the studio lights) in order to see the computer 
screen – and in spite of constant headaches – is more 
concerned with our welfare than his own. 

This was his first presentation, ever, with powerpoint, and 
perhaps his first before such an audience as we have here. 
Most everyone profited from his lectures and hardly anyone 
wanted to miss one. 

The thing about Bible Explorations is that we are smart 
enough to know we don’t know it all,  yet smart enough to 
continue studying; knowing that all the dark places will soon 
be made plain.

After his 
presentation of numerous facts, it appears the King James, 
with all its short comings, is still the most accurate Bible for 
the Protestant, and the only one made from the version 
recognized as the “Reformaton Bible.” Other versions, starting 
with the vesions by Eusebius’ translation (made to satisfy 
Constantine), were further developed to counter the 
reformation and that most of the new versions are made from 
such “old Greek texts.” Carl’s two DVDs, and the DVD made 
by Richard Drake entitled “My Favorite Bible Version,” make 
a strong case for the King James. However, Mr. Baxter 
admitted using other versions when their text is easier 
understood and is not contradictory to the King James. I do the 
same.
